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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
MP 30 Gandhi Sagar is an Off-Stream Open Loop Pumped Storage Project comprising 

two reservoirs the existing Gandhi Sagar Lower Reservoir and the proposed MP 30 

Gandhi Sagar Upper Reservoir. The project is classified as an off-stream project 

because the proposed upper reservoir is not located on any river course, while the 

existing Gandhi Sagar reservoir is situated across the River Chambal. Power 

generated from the project will be pooled at a common pooling station and 

connected to a PGCIL/CTU sub-station for further supply to the National Grid. 

 

The Off-Stream Open Loop Pumped Storage Project, with an initial installed capacity 

of 1,440 MW, was granted Environmental Clearance (EC) under Order No. J-

12011/22/2019-IA.I.(R) dated 01-12-2021. This clearance was later amended on 13 

February 2023 to reflect a change in the project name. Subsequently, an application 

was submitted requesting an amendment to the Environmental Clearance—

proposing a reconfiguration of the project capacity from 1,440 MW to 1,920 MW 

and a change in unit configuration from five units of 240 MW and two units of 120 

MW to seven units of 240 MW and two units of 120 MW. The EC amendment was 

granted vide File No. J-12011/22/2019-IA-I(R) dated 12-07-2025. 

 

The Consent for Establishment (CFE) from the Madhya Pradesh Pollution Control 

Board (MPPCB) was granted vide Consent No. CTE-57735 and PCB ID: 152517 dated 

03-03-2023, and its subsequent amendment for the revised capacity of 1,920 MW 

was obtained vide Consent No. CTE-61538 and PCB ID: 152517 dated 09-01-2025. 

 

The project site is located near Khemla Block village, within Rampura Taluk in the 

Neemuch District of Madhya Pradesh. 

 
2. DETAILS OF THE PROJECT 

 
Proposed MP 30 Gandhi Sagar Off-Stream Open Loop Pumped Storage Project is in 

Neemuch district of Madhya Pradesh. It envisages creation of upper reservoir which 

is located away from all existing natural systems. The project is about 78 Kms from 

district headquarters Neemuch via MP SH 31A. Nearest railhead and airport are 
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located at Neemuch and Udaipur, respectively. The nearest village to the project is 

Khemla block about 0.5 Km, which comes under, Rampura tehsil, Neemuch District. 

The MP 30 Gandhi Sagar Off stream Open Loop Pumped Storage project envisages 

the construction of Geomembrane face rockfill embankment dam (GFRD) with 

maximum height of 38m for the length of 5990.0 m for creation of MP 30 Gandhi 

Sagar PSP upper reservoir with a 1.90 TMC gross capacity. The Gandhi Sagar 

reservoir (existing) will be utilised as lower reservoir that is under operation with a 

gross storage capacity of 258.47 TMC and MP 30 Gandhi Sagar PSP is proposed for 

the live storage capacity of 1.24 TMC with Eight nos. wherein 1 No. of independent 

Penstock / Pressure Shafts bifurcated into 2 for Smaller units will be taking off from 

Intake structure provided with Trash rack and Gates located in MP 30 Gandhi Sagar 

PSP upper reservoir. Surface powerhouse will be located on the downstream of the 

intake structure and shall be equipped with nine vertical-axis reversible francis type 

units composed each of generator/motor and a pump/turbine having 

generated/pumping capacity of seven units of 240 MW / 249 MW and Two Vertical 

axis Reversible Francis type units of 120 MW / 134 MW, respectively.
